From the Clergy

Del Clero

Words of Holy Scripture to reflect upon in this New Year
2026:

“Go and diligently search for the child.” “He must increase;
I must decrease.” Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, In this
New Year, we are called and invited to diligently search for
the Christ Child, Jesus. In relation to this, we are to decrease
and allow Jesus to increase in our lives. In reference to the
First Letter of John: “If anyone sees his brother sinning, if
the sin is not deadly, he should pray to God, and he will give
him life. This is only for those whose sin is not deadly.
There is a thing as deadly sin (mortal)...But we are all to
remember in this new year: “All wrongdoing is sin.” “We
know that anyone begotten by God does not sin; but the one
begotten by God he protects, and the Evil One cannot touch
him. We know that we belong to God, and the whole world
is under the power of the Evil One. We also know that the
Son of God has come and has given us discernment to know
the one who is true. And we are in the one who is true, in his
Son Jesus Christ. He is the true God and eternal life.” So,
then: Are you under the power of God or that of the Evil
One? If under the power, the influence, of the Evil One,
then, now, at the beginning of the New Year, it is important
to go back to the beginning - our Baptism - and take our
stand against the Evil One and sin, and then, to profess our
faith. It is of utmost importance, for the sake of your
salvation, to renounce Satan and all his works and empty
promises. In order to be truly free, we must renounce all the
lies the Enemy has led us to believe about ourselves,
including the obstacles he has laid across our paths, and the
idols we have substituted for our worship of God that have
led us away from Christ and his teachings. Throughout the
year, we are to “turn away from sin and be faithful to the
Gospel.” We are to avoid, with God’s grace, those sins that
are deadly - those that will rob our souls of eternal life! The
consequence of that: utter desolation, darkness and eternal
death - Hell - total separation from God. That is why it is so
important that we take this stand over and over again which
will help to ground us in faith and in our relationship with
Jesus as the Lord of our life. So, let us go back to the
beginning, our Baptism, and renew our response and stance
as it is presented in the Rite of Baptism Here are the
powerful words that are life changing: Do you reject Satan,
father of sin and prince of darkness? And all his works? And
all his empty promises? Do you reject sin, so as to live in the
freedom of God’s children? Do you reject the glamour of
evil, and refuse to be mastered by sin? If your response is: “I
do!” Then, now, what do you profess and believe? Do you
believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and
earth? Do you believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our
Lord, who was born of the Virgin Mary, was crucified, died,
and was buried, rose from the dead, and is now seated at the
right hand of the Father? Do you believe in the Holy Spirit,
the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and life
everlasting? Brothers and sisters, rejoice! “This is our faith.
This is the faith of the Church. We are proud to profess it, in
Christ Jesus our Lord.” Amen.

Ao Nuevo 2026: )

"Vayan y busquen diligentemente al nifio." "El debe aumentar,
yo debo disminuir." Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo,
En este Afio Nuevo, estamos llamados e invitados a buscar
diligentemente al Nifio Jesus. En relacion con esto, debemos
disminuir y permitir que Jesiis aumente en nuestras vidas. En
referencia a la Primera Carta de Juan: "Si alguno ve que su
hermano comete un pecando, que no lleva a la muerte, que
pida y le daré la vida. Esto para quienes cometen un pecado
que no lleva a la muerte. Pues hay un pecado que lleva a la
muerte (mortal)... Pero todos debemos recordar en este nuevo
afo: "Todo mal es pecado." "Sabemos que todo el que ha
nacido de Dios no peca, sino que el Nacido de Dios le guarda,
y el Maligno no le alcanza. Sabemos que somos de Dios,
mientras que el mundo entero yace en poder del Maligno. Pero
también sabemos que el Hijo de Dios ha venido y nos ha dado
inteligencia para que conozcamos al Verdadero; y nosotros
estamos en el Verdadero, en su Hijo Jesucristo. Este es el Dios
verdadero y la vida eterna." Entonces: ;Estas bajo el poder de
Dios o del Maligno? Si estamos bajo el poder, la influencia,
del Maligno, entonces, ahora, al comienzo del Afio Nuevo, es
importante volver al principio —nuestro Bautismo— y tomar
nuestra postura contra el Maligno y el pecado, y luego
profesar nuestra fe. Es de suma importancia, por tu salvacion,
renunciar a Satands y a todas sus obras y promesas vacias.
Para ser verdaderamente libres, debemos renunciar a todas las
mentiras que el Enemigo nos ha hecho creer sobre nosotros
mismos; incluidos los obstaculos que ha puesto en nuestro
camino y los idolos que hemos sustituido por nuestra
adoracion a Dios y que nos han alejado de Cristo y de sus
ensefnanzas. A lo largo del afio, debemos "alejarnos del pecado
y ser fieles al Evangelio." Debemos evitar, con la gracia de
Dios, aquellos pecados mortales —aquellos que robaran a
nuestras almas la vida eterna. La consecuencia de eso:
desolacion total, oscuridad y muerte eterna - Infierno -
separacion total de Dios. Por eso es tan importante que
tomemos esta postura una y otra vez, que nos ayudard a
anclarnos en la fe y en nuestra relacion con Jesus como Sefior
de nuestra vida. Asi que, volvamos al principio, nuestro
Bautismo, y renovemos nuestra respuesta y postura tal como
se presenta en el Rito del Bautismo. Aqui estan las poderosas
palabras que cambian la vida: jRenuncian a Satanas, padre y
autor del pecado? ;Renuncian a todas sus obras? ;Renuncian a
todas sus seducciones? ;Renuncian al pecado para vivir en
libertad de los hijos de Dios? ;Renuncian a todas las
seduciones del mal, para que el pecado no los esclavice? Si tu
respuesta es: ";{Si!" Entonces, ahora, ;qué profesas y crees?
(Creen en Dios, Padre todopoderoso, creador del cielo y la
tierra? ;Creen en Jesucristo, su Hijo unico y Sefior nuestro,
que naci6o de la Virgen Maria, padecié y murid por nosotros,
resucitd y estd sentado a la derecha del Padre? ;Creen en el
Espiritu Santo, en la santa Iglesia catdlica, en la comunion de
los santos, en el perdon de los pecados, en la resurreccion de
los muertos y en la vida eterna? jHermanos y hermanas,
alegrémonos!
